Our members include paddlers of all
abilities and ages. Each year various
members lead trips including family
outings, flatwater overnights, easy
rapids, and intense whitewater
excursions. Others volunteer to teach
clinics on paddling skills, rescue
techniques, and safety — sharing
knowledge accumulated through years of
enjoying rivers and lakes from Maine to
California, Texas to Alaska, Central
America to Africa.

Sharing information is an important
function of Poudre Paddlers. Members
receive several Waterlines newsletters
per year that are packed with tips on
places to boat, useful gear, safety
measures, and issues that affect
Colorado boaters. The club maintains a
membership email list for
announcements of all sorts (trips, special
events, equipment for sale, etc.)

The club serves as a great way to meet
other people interested in boating. Past
summer events have included picnics at
local lakes, river outings with six other

paddling clubs, and our club rodeo.
Meetings in early spring and in fall
involve food, slide and video
presentations and guest speakers.

We offer a training program covering
flatwater and whitewater paddling

techniques, solo and tandem canoeing,
first aid, and safety and rescue classes.
The club has several certified ACA
instructors involved in the training
program.

We are involved in community service,
education and conservation projects
affecting our rivers, streams, reservoirs,
and lakes. Examples are a naturalist-
led tour of the Riverbend Ponds, the
Horsetooth Open Water Swim (a
fundraiser for a nonprofit organization
fighting drug and alcohol abuse in the
Poudre School District), and teaching
paddling skills to Girl Scouts, Boy
Scouts and local schools. Poudre
Paddlers is also one of about ten groups
in the SaveThePoudre coalition,

www.savethepoudre.org, working to
protect and preserve the Poudre River.
